Compton Pre-school                 Play Equipment Policy
All furniture, equipment and toys are used appropriately and help to create an accessible and stimulating environment. They are of a suitable design, in good condition, appropriate to the age of the children and conform to safety standards. Any real world tools and equipment used in the setting are checked for safety, cleaned appropriately and are supervised by an adult.
Supporting the criteria:

· The manager will ensure that suitable toys and play materials are available to all children, providing opportunities in all areas of play and learning and development.  

· All furniture, toys and equipment (both inside and outdoors) will be kept in good repair and checked and cleaned regularly.

· All broken toys and equipment will be replaced or repaired.
· Enough chairs and tables of an appropriate size will be provided to allow for flexible play and eating arrangements

· All toys and equipment will be stored appropriately and safely in the pre-school cupboard / outside area / shed. They will be cleaned and safety checked regularly.
· Children will be encouraged to take care of the toys and equipment and use  them appropriately. Children are encouraged to do this in our pre-school rules, which include ‘take, play and put away’, ‘be gentle’ and ‘share our toys’.
· Resources/equipment are rotated regularly as influenced by children’s development and interests and also to ensure that all areas of the EYFS are covered and a balanced curriculum is achieved.
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
