COMPTON PRE-SCHOOL – SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS AND DISABILITY (SEND) POLICY
A child or young person has special educational needs if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for him or her. (0-25 SEN code of practise 2014)
Plymouth City Council, as with all local authorities has published a local offer.

Local Offer:
Local authorities have a duty to publish a local offer, setting out in one place information about provision they expect to be available in their area across education, health and social care for children and young people who have SEN or are disabled.

The local Offer has two key purposes:

· To provide clear, comprehensive, accessible and up to date information about the available provision and how to access it.
· To make provision more responsive to local needs and aspirations by directly involving children, young people, families and service providers in its development and review

Plymouth Online Directory (POD)
The Plymouth Online Directory is a website that provides education, childcare, welfare, health and social care information for adults and families living in Plymouth.
This will provide information about the SEND local offer in more detail. Providers will have a summary page which will include the type of support available to children with SEND.

At Compton Pre-school we aim to ensure that we identify any child with SEN promptly and in co-operation with parents, provide an individual Education Plan (IEP) which secures the best possible outcome for this child. This may either be entirely within the setting or if necessary, after consultation with parents, may include one or more outside agencies, using a Team Around Me (TAM) approach.
This is in accordance with the local SEND pathway, as outlined on the Plymouth City Council website.
We are guided by the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) statutory framework and we assess children on an ongoing basis using this.  We also collate this information to give a picture of cohort attainment and progress. Children have a TAPESTRY Learning Journal created by their keyworker which is used to help to identify any children who are falling either above or below expected levels and may therefore require additional support.
Where further guidance is needed, we will contact the Early Help and SEND advice team and we will also provide parents with their parent contact information so that they can access support as needed. We will share the details of any organisations that support parents, such as Plymouth Parent Carer Voice (PPCV) and Plymouth Information and Advice for SEND (PIAS). We are familiar with and use the Early Help Assessment Tool (EHAT), and have undergone training to ensure that we are confident when using this and aware of when its use is appropriate and necessary.
Where SEN support is required, an IEP will be formulated with the support of parents and this will be regularly reviewed and updated to ensure continuing progress. Any necessary input from outside agencies will be requested and a Team Around Me which includes all involved parties will be created, as outlined in the SEN Code of Practice. This will also be the case when an Education Health Care (ECH) plan is requested.
When a child with SEND needs transfers to school or a new setting, we will follow an enhanced transition process, liaising closely with the receiving school and sharing all appropriate information.
Throughout the SEN process, parental consent is obtained to enable information sharing and parents/carers are consulted at every stage. However, in the event of a safeguarding concern, our child protection policy will be followed.

In all cases we will follow Plymouth City Council’s SEND Pathway of support to guide our response/actions

Our Special Educational Needs Coordinator (SENCO) at Compton Pre-school is Mrs Sam Beal. The deputy SENCO is Miss Chloe Warren.
Their role is to work alongside keyworkers, parents and any outside agencies to ensure that the need for SEN support is identified and appropriate support provided.

This includes reviewing plans to ensure that they continue to address evolving needs.

Upon transition to another setting, such as primary school or a different pre-school/nursery, children who have been identified as having a SEN will have, in addition to the transfer document, appropriate information shared with the new setting.
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
